On World Refugee Day, 20 June, 2011, the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees  launched the “1 Campaign” which is designed to put individual refugees in focus and to strengthen global protection, respect and compassion for all refugees. 
The campaign encourages individuals to “Do 1 Thing” in response to the plight of refugees today, especially in light of the situation of refugees and stateless persons in North Africa and  the Middle East in the context of the popular demonstrations and protests that have spread across this region since the end of 2010. 
Each person can contribute to the protection of the human rights of refugees throughout the world by doing even “1 thing”, such as:   Praying for refugees, giving financial support to an organization that aids refugees, volunteer in a refugee center if there is one near you, learn more about the situation of refugees or internally displaced persons in your own country, become familiar with the Convention relating to the Status of Refugees or spread the word on the situation of refugees worldwide. 

June 20 has been observed as World Refugee Day since 2001. This same year also marked the 50th anniversary of the 1951 Convention relating to the Status of Refugees.  The Convention provides a definition of the term ‘refugee’ and outlines the legal protection, social rights and other assistance a refugee should receive from the states that are party to this Convention. It is recognized as the centerpiece of international refugee protection today.
